Covid– 19 flow chart for a child experiencing symptoms 



Someone in my household has been ‘pinged’ or        

contacted by ‘test and trace’ as a close contact. 

Can my child attend school? 

Child should NOT attend 

school. A PCR test should be 

completed. 

Negative result 

Your child can return 

to school if they are 

well enough. 

Child can attend school, a PCR 

test will need to be completed. 

If the member of the household who 

has tested positive is NOT  able to 

fully isolate from the other children in 

the household. The child should stay 

at home. 

If the child has been contacted. 
If a member of the house hold 

has been contacted.
