To see the school through the eyes of not only a parent but as a governor has helped
me to see the commitment and dedication of all staff within the school to ensuring that every child with
Dereham Junior Academy is cared for, valued and given the very best learning opportunities to succeed. The
most humbling part of being a governor is hearing from the children themselves who have told me they feel
happy, safe and included within the school.
